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Due January 13th.
As part of your mid-year report card grade, you are required to submit a 10-page report on the status of your research project. If you choose to submit a draft of this report on or before 01-03-06, then your maximum possible grade for the semester will be A. If you choose only to submit a final draft on the due date indicated above, then the maximum possible semester grade you can attain will be A-. The double-spaced report will consist of the following elements:

1. Include a title page that identifies you, the title of your project, and your affiliation.

2. A review of the literature. For most of you, this will be the largest section of the report. It will consist of a discussion of the papers you have read to date. DO NOT simply summarize every article you have read. You should use the information from the articles to cogently discuss what is known. Make sure that you start out with the most general issues, and become more and more specific. The final point of the review of the literature should lead directly to the next section, you hypothesis.

3. Your hypothesis will be an explicit statement of your goals, objectives or purposes for your research.

4. The materials and methods section will describe what you would need in order to accomplish your goals. You MUST include some form of graphic representation in this section. For example, a flow chart of how you would do an experiment.

5. The results section will include your results, or expected results. Again, graphics are required.

6. The discussion section will explain and fully discuss the meaning of your results. Make sure you discuss the value of your research, and draw conclusions based on your hypothesis.

7. The citation list will list all articles and papers that you refer to in the text. Use MLA format unless you have checked with me.
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
