· Remember to avoid the first person point of view. Keep it in third-person.

.  The speaker is obviously biased because his wallet is directly affected by global warming
.  Much like the article “From Schuss to Slush: Warming Trend Threatens Resorts in French Alps,” both voices touch upon the fact that the lack of snowfall is effecting the economy. 
 Although the article is biased, it will still prove to be important because it includes how global warming is affecting the economy which is furthermore affecting sports.
  This unbiased evidence would be used in a body paragraph that focuses on how some sports are financially out of reach for some people because of global warming.
